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The Union of Towns and Villages within the framework of Towns and Villages on-line centre announces the second annual contest for the best www homepage of towns, villages, municipal and town authorities, information centres and regions.

The aim of the contest „Golden Crest“ is to promote utilisation of the Internet both in providing information by regional authorities and in Czech towns and villages. The utilisation of the Internet in public administration is important from the view of Act No. 106/1999 on freedom of information as well, which impose on authorities a duty to publish selected information with the possibility of remote access – best on the Internet. Representatives of towns and villages are again interested in the contest this year. 134 subjects have registered to this year’s contest; the number comprises 65 villages, 63 towns and 6 regions. The results of the contest will be announced within the Conference ISSS 2000 in the city of Hradec Králové on Monday 27. 3. 2000 during evening gala programme. Three finalists from short list will be introduced to the public to choose a winner of each category. The jury is entitled to select other homepages, e. g. for best graphic design, enterprising act in publishing information etc. and award them “Special jury prize”.

The main prize of the contest is a digital recorder DS 150 with Data Transfer Kit for communication with computer by the Company Olympus. The Company Microsoft will award the winner municipalities Office 2000 Premium. The winners will get programme “vismo Pro” by Česká vydavatelská pro Internet for publishing documents on the Internet and software by the Triada company. Winners also get a standard with embroided contest token on it by the firm „Velebný & Fam“. The company QUO will provide diplomas for the contest.
